Provide a brief justification of the financial plan given in the attached B.4 file.


Section 4 - Impact 
Illustrate the potential impact of the proposal in terms of creating new knowledge, potential applications and any possible economic or social benefits. Detail the expected research products and the planned dissemination strategy.
